The objective/focus of my essay is to explore the work of photographers that make photographs without a camera.  I will investigate the cameraless photography techniques used and discuss how you don’t need a camera to take a photograph.

	The relationship between the practical work and the focus of the study:

	For my practical work, I plan on exploring various objects using the photogram technique. I plan on making photograms in the darkroom with different objects. I will be looking at Man Ray’s work about his rayographs which he made by putting objects/materials and at times parts of his own/model’s body on the sheet made of photosensitized paper which he then let it get exposed to light which created negative images.   I will look at opaque, transparent and translucent objects and how the objects block light from the photographic paper. I will also experiment with photographic chemistry and the effect these have on the image, using brushes and sprays. I will also look at the work of Laszlo Moholy-Nagy, Man Ray.
